History and architecture: 
The Grand Hotel Kempinski High Tatras (the former treatment complex 
Hviezdoslav) consists of three objects established and linked in 
succession in different periods. The oldest „Janosik" built in year 1893-
1894 was followed by „Spojovacia budova" (Link Building – then the 
coffee house and bathhouse parlor) in 1887, "Krivan" in 1906 (former 
Grand Hotel) and finally Hviezdoslav" in 1923. All these buildings were 
gradually linked so they composed one hotel complex. The buildings 
were constructed in various architectural styles and of various materials. 
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Location: 
This lake-side luxury hideaway hotel is located in the most beautiful surroundings of the 
High Tatras (Vysoke Tatry), in the picturesque village of Strbske Pleso, the highest 
settlement in the region, 1.351 meters above sea level. This excellent location provides 
a possibility of long walks along the hiking paths, cross country skiing tracks, downhill 
skiing areas, cycling paths, possibility of riding in a horse coach, snow scooters, bungee 
jumping, paragliding and mainly relaxation in the wonderful mountain scenery.  
High Tatras are a natural border between Poland and Slovakia, forming the central, 
highest and most beautiful section of the Carpathian mountain range, where the air is 
famously clear and medically beneficial. 
The Grand Hotel Kempinski High Tatras is an oasis of luxury on the shore of a glacial 
mountain lake Strbske pleso overlooking the majestic panorama of the High Tatra 
peaks. It can be reached by road, rail or air. Luxury limousine service, helicopter and 
private jet transfers are also available from Bratislava, Poprad, Kosice or Krakow and 
Vienna airports.
